For ten years, this four-hour immersion in controlled chaos has taught us the value in the equation ‘power over complexity’. The Aphex 230 brought a whole new level of power over simplicity to the production. From the studio demo to the front of house rack, the Aphex 230 provided above and beyond expectations.”
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In January, Westwood One turned again to Aphex’ Model 230, this time for Emmy award-winning radio and TV personality Leeza Gibbons. Broadcasting from Los Angeles station KRTH, her new daily five-hour music program “Leeza at Night” features her unique take on entertainment news and the trends that shape American culture from television and film to fashion.

Its comprehensive features include RPA™ tube preamplification, Easyrider™ compression, Logic Assisted™  gating, split band de-essing, parametric EQ, and Aphex’ Aural Exciter® and Big Bottom® psychacoustic effects, all in a single space, rackmountable package. The Model 230 implements an XLR mic input and +4dBu output, a 1/4” TRS –10dBV output, 1/4” TRS send and receive insert, AES3, S/PDIF and Optical digital outputs up to 96kHz, plus word clock I/O on BNCs.
